PRECIOUS BLOOD
· There is 9-12 Pints of blood in the average person’s body or 10.5 Pints.

· There are approximately 6.7 Billion people currently populating this planet.

· There are 4 Pints per Gallon or 2.63 Gallons per avg. person.

· Therefore, there is only about 175,875,000 Gallons of Human blood.

· An average Olympic-sized swimming pool holds about 600,000 Gals.

· An average bathtub holds about 42 Gallons.

· There is only enough blood on Earth to fill 293 Olympic pools or…
· Enough to fill about 419,000 regular bathtubs.

Put this way, it doesn’t seem like very much does it?

And it should be obvious to all of us that this is a very precious commodity worth protecting.  It’s rarity should make it more valuable to us than crude oil and other of Earth’s resources.
